	1. General information
	
	I was born and grew up in the garden area, at that time the town's edge, where my parents, forced by the Communist regime, planted corn, potatoes, etc. on the cornfield, and later they also drank animals (cows, goats, installments). The term "guerilla gardening" (planting on a land not belonging to you) did not exist then in the '90s, but they practiced this and I was helping them.

In 2010 I became the owner of 400 square meters, the perimeter of the garden where, in 2012, we initiated the project together with Cristian Iordache - a former colleague from the University of Art in Bucharest. Meanwhile, the project has grown, although I have remained the only coordinator of the garden since 2014. Currently, I organize strict summer events in the absence of decent conditions in cold weather.

	There isn’t a project in connection to the innovation. The project is financially supported by Crina Cranta, who is a single mother, occasionally supported by 2 friendly NGOs: Work at Home Moms and ARCA - Association for Cultural Citizenship and community participating in events (through free donations).

	4.  Governance and Financing 

	Inclusion of citizens?
	Yes, although I have been constantly applying to different funding platforms over 2 years, I have not been successful with any, not having experience writing the applications, not having the legal form (I do not allow myself to invest in the start-up lottery or to build a team for a NGO), working with volunteers and not having an officially clustered initiative group around the garden. As such I accept volunteers and I am inclusive of their participation. 

	5. Evaluation and learning 
	Impacts of the project
	I consider myself to be a pioneer in creating eco-cultural alternatives in situations (single mothers are often excluded socially and professionally from the human resources area) and discriminated areas from this point of view (although located in Buchares, people avoid location due to the lack of transport infrastructure, including street and urban amenities). The project contributes to urban environmental balancing by regulating the temperature (due to the green space and the soil that is increasingly healthy and kept organic), the increase of the air quality and the preservation of flora / fauna (in the small wild area and in the garden, there are pheasants, owls , Hawks, and other bird species).
